1. Get Rid of the Old Ways (v. 1) 

Faith is connected to obedience. See 1:22. 

Holiness of heart leads to holiness of life. 

Ridding = reject like a bad taste 

Romans 13:12; Ephesians 4:22, 25; Colossians 3:8; Hebrews 12:1; James 1:21
